A unit for Grades 4-8










Culminating Task

Students will research a Canadian topic of interest to create a Historica Fair Project. Their project will be presented at the School Historica Fair. They will have the choice to submit their project for judging to attend the Simcoe County Regional Fair at the Simcoe County Museum, April 29, 2009. They also have the opportunity to submit their project to be judged for particular awards and the chance to attend either the provincial or national fairs later this year.

Subtask One- Stage One of Research - Introduction to Historica Fairs 

Students are introduced to the criteria for the Historica Fairs. They consider a topic to research. Students are introduced to using Smart Ideas as a project organizer.
Subtask Two- Stage One of Research Continued

Students enhance their ability to independently research their topic thoroughly using a wide variety of sources: newspapers, television documentaries, newscasts, magazines, Internet sources etc.  Students will be assessed on their variety of sources, and on their ability to read a variety of materials for specific information and bias.   
Subtask Three – Stage Two of Research
Students will learn to evaluate web sites and use online resources for sources of information.
Subtask Four- Stage Three of Research

Students will learn how to make jot notes and practice using them in their research.
Subtask Five- Stage Three of Research
Students will continue to work on their project. Teacher will teach evaluation of different sources. Mini-lesson ideas include evaluation of websites. Teachers will determine mini-lessons from assessment of student work. 
Subtask Six- Stage Four of Research
Students will use MS Word to write the content for their poster board. 
Teacher may wish to have projects posted on the Historica Fair Showcase Web Site. Instructions are included.
Teacher may also wish to have students submit their Tattoo to the Tattoo Our Moose Contest by March 1, 2009.

I am presenting the unit plan of researching a Historica Fair project to a group of Gifted Junior Students in early January. The presentation will introduce the concept of Historica Fair projects, the Historica Fair event and resources that are available to students to generate ideas.  Task Summary

The culminating task for the students will be to produce a Historica Fair Project for presentation at their school Historica Fair. 

The criteria for the projects is outlined by Historica

· The topic of the project must be Canadian.
· The Fairs Program emphasizes the importance of the learning process, the exchange of stories, and the value of multiple perspectives.
· Although it is recognized that teachers or other adult supervisors might have provided assistance, all submissions must be produced by the student.
· Any person or organization clearly identifiable in a presentation must have given permission to the presenter.
· As much as possible, teachers should ensure that projects are historically correct.
· Student participants must be able to discuss their work and provide a summary of their project in either French or English.
· Projects should be ready for display. The display must not exceed: eighty (80) centimetres in depth, one hundred & fifty (150) centimetres in width, and one hundred (100) centimetres in height.
· Students participating will be responsible for meeting their own computer software and hardware needs.
· During the Fairs, projects are the responsibility of the participants. The Historica Fairs Program is not responsible for any projects lost, stolen or damaged while unattended.
Culminating Task Assessment
The project will graded using the regional fair judging sheet. See CT1.1 judging rubric. There are assessments along the way during the research process to monitor the student learning CT 1.4.

They learn about Canada and the role of citizens in a democratic society within a culturally diverse and interdependent world. They also acquire skills of inquiry and communication through field studies and other research projects; through the use of maps, globes, and models; and through the consideration of various forms of historical evidence. Students apply these skills to develop an understanding of Canadian identity and democratic values, to evaluate different points of view, and to examine information critically in order to solve problems and make decisions on issues that are relevant to their lives.
History

History involves the examination of individuals and unique events, as well as of groups, movements, institutions, nations, and eras.

Teaching Approaches
It is essential to emphasize the relationship of social studies, history, and geography to the world outside the school so that students recognize that these areas of study are not just school subjects but fields of knowledge that affect their lives, their communities, and the world.

In all grades, consideration should be given to including guest speakers, as well as visits to local museums, archaeological digs, geographic features (e.g., land formations, rivers), art galleries, and festivals. Students develop a better understanding of various aspects of social studies, history, and geography when they can see and experience realistic depictions, actual historical artefacts, and examples of the geographic features they are studying. Such experiences also give them a better appreciation of the unique features and people in the community in which they live.

Cross-Curricular and Integrated Learning
Teachers should ensure that all students have ample

opportunities to explore a subject from multiple perspectives by emphasizing cross-curricular learning and integrated learning, as follows:

a) In cross-curricular learning, students are provided with opportunities to learn and use related content and/or skills in two or more subjects.

b) By linking expectations from different subject areas, teachers can provide students with multiple opportunities to reinforce and demonstrate their knowledge and skills in a range of settings… students could be asked to communicate their findings in an oral presentation or written report (language).

Teaching Notes

Research:  Stage 1- Wonder and Explore
A Historica Fair Project can be almost anything you want it to be. The only restriction is that the content must be Canadian.  However, your project does not need to focus on all of Canada.  It could relate to family, rural, municipal or provincial history topics.

Getting Specific

As you read books and magazines, view films, talk to others, etc., you will be able to develop more specific questions about your topic.  Make your topic as specific and focused as possible.  Avoid doing a “generalist” project.  By asking unique questions and by making interesting connections that are personal to you, you will ensure that your project won’t be exactly the same as another student’s project.

Sample focused topics/questions/perspectives/presentation styles

· You are a dietician.  Research edible natural resources and diet in a specific region in Canada.  Make a cookbook of recipes through the decades for this region.  Include information about the traditions that are linked with the food.
· You are an industry analyst.  Study the development of the car industry in a specific area.  Present the findings in an interactive Power Point presentation.
· Study the life of a pioneer child living in ____.  Include several different aspects of their daily life.  Write a realistic diary, as if you were this child, living in that region, in that time.
· You are a Chief Physician.  Find out about the role of the Medicine Man in Canada.  Compare this role to the role of current-day doctors.  Make predictions about what this role will look like in 100 years.  Create a photo timeline of medicine, including the future with appropriate captions.
· Research the life of a famous Canadian/hero/scientist… from the past.  Share this information in an interesting way.  What living Canadian does this person remind you of most?  Why?
There are many different perspectives from which you can examine your topic/question.  
(e.g. scientist, anthropologist, politician, sociologist, biologist, geologist, botanist, environmentalist…)

Final Product

Writing your good copy.  Here are some tips for writing good paragraphs.  Remember, to focus on your specific question in your good copy, not your general information.  What opinions, thoughts, discoveries, information do you have to share with others that will “knock their socks off?!”

After writing your good copy on lined paper, go through a self, peer and teach or parent edit.  Publish your final copy on the computer.  Use a font that will be easy for people to read if they are standing one meter away.

Be sure to following proper referencing procedures.  Have your references listed clearly.

Visuals

What graphs, charts, pictures, photographs, diagrams, props, costumes, etc. are relevant to your project?  There are many tools on the computer to help you in this area but you may also use your own artistic skills to enhance your presentation.  Perhaps a water colour painting or a model would be appropriate? 

Display Checklist

The following items must be on your presentation board:

1. Title; easy to read, big, stands out from other text; good use of colour

2. Written work; typed paragraphs; font (size 18 suggested); double spaces; mounted with border or on coloured paper; each paragraph has an easy-to-identify title.

3. Visual pictures, diagrams, maps and charts; at least 3; mounted with borders; description written underneath; may be hand-drawn, computer-generated or cut outs

4. Layout; good use of space; colourful but not tacky; tidy and well-organized; unity of shape and colour; YOUR NAME AND DIVISION FOR FAIR IN BOTTOM RIGHT HAND CORNER-EASY TO SEE BUT NOT SO BIG THAT IT TAKES AWAY FROM DISPLAY.  Your project board may not exceed 80 cm depth x 150 cm width x 100 cm height.

5. Props and Costumes; significantly enhance presentation; cards explaining each prop/costume/food

* students requiring an outlet must inform organizers in advance
Oral Presentation (3-5 minutes)

Here are some tips to assist you in your planning.  Be creative and dynamic in your approach.

· Be confident

· Look at your audience, not your notes

· Speak clearly

· Project your voice

· Make eye contact

· Use gestures

· Be enthusiastic

· Smile

· Point out pictures, props, charts, etc during your presentation

· Check your equipment in advance

· Present your information in a logical sequence (might be who, what, where, when, why, SO NOW…I THINK…)
· Practice presenting to someone at home or in the mirror

Teaching / Learning

Jot Note Making Model lesson
Talk about what jot notes are—e.g., shopping list. That you do not write down full sentences

1. Make a jot not list of things about yourself

- married

- two Daughters – Jane and Josie

- reading, curling, computers

- trips, Ireland, Australia, Florida

2. Have the students one at a time orally say a full sentence that tells about one thing about the teacher


3. Have lined paper cut in half longwise.


4. You can have the students suggest topics of their notes e.g., Favourite food, hobbies, sports, family members.


5. Students are to write a list of things about themselves. Remind them that we sometimes do not share everything about themselves. 


6. Once they have their notes they exchange the list with their elbow partner. Each in turn will tell each other in sentences about their partner.

7. Next period model how to write full sentences from your jot notes. Sometimes you have to rearrange the information into separate paragraphs. They can write full sentences from their jot notes.
