The following list of items must be on your board:

Title

· easy to read, stands out, larger than other text

· Good use of colour

Written Work

paragraphs should be typed

font is to be between 12 and 18

(
double-spaced is ideal

(
all paragraphs mounted with border or on colour paper

each paragraph should have an easy to identify title

Visual: pictures, diagrams, maps, charts

at least 3

mounted with borders

description written underneath explaining visual

(
visuals can be computer generated, hand drawn, photographs or cut out

· pictures should be directly related to the topic

Layout

· good use of space (not too crowded or too empty)

· colourful

· tidy and well aligned (organized)

· unity of shape and colour (needs to be same shapes & colours used as borders)

· your name and division in the bottom right corner – easy to see and read, not too big to take away from display

Props and costumes

· objects significantly enhances presentation

· card explaining each prop/costume/food

Additional items you should consider for your board and presentation:

√
Have an eye-catching feature in your layout – something to catch the attention of audience.

√
Family heirlooms should be displayed with permission of your parents/guardians and kept with you at all times (do not leave them unattended)

√
Dangerous items should be left at home – models could be used as substitutes

√
Please let a teacher know if you will need electrical outlets or equipment (TV & VCR) well before the presentation day.
